· Successful implementation of the Initiation Program which was a big change for the players and the association.

· Put that win/loss % into perspective, it’s the 2nd best we’ve had in Lucan in at least 7 years (since these numbers were available).  (last year was slightly better at .593)

· Total of 829 games played, compared with 663 last year (166 more games) – which is great but does but a strain on our ice availability.

· Of our 20 teams that play a full schedule, 16 had winning records,  and 3 were within 1 game of a winning record

Next Season – 2018/19:

· Continue with more mandated changes to our programs at Novice and Below:

· Novice Boys will only be 1 year (8 year olds (2nd year Novice) – full ice hockey

· 7 Year olds will be Tyke – ½ ice hockey

· 5 and 6 year olds stay the same as this year in the IP Program

· 4 year old PS changing Pre-School program from two ice times to one, and reduced registration costs by $125 and encourage to sign up for a skating program .

· Registration Costs 

· reduced PS by $125

· IP and Tyke same

· Increase everyone else $20 / $30 at Midget

· Ice Time is our Biggest Issue Concern next year

· We may need to mandate/rotate morning ice (rotating basis)

· We may need to have weekend practice ice (rotating basis)

· We may need teams to travel to Huron Park or elsewhere for some practices

· We may need to start 4:30 practices during the week (rotating basis)
